Dear Forensics Directors,

Emory has experienced many changes over the years, but something that has not changed is that parking is limited.  Access to on-campus parking will require that the attached parking pass be displayed in the left front windshield of your car.  This card will provide you with access to the Peavine Parking Deck on the west side of the gymnasium.

You can only access the Dobbs University Center (DUC) from behind (east entrance).  A portion of Asbury Circle has been closed to through traffic.  Please follow the directions in your invitation to get to the east entrance of the DUC.  The directions are intended to tell you where to drop students off for registration and pairings.  DO NOT PARK BEHIND THE DUC.  There is no place near the DUC for you to legally park.

You must park cars and vans at the Peavine Parking Deck at the west end (far end) of the Woodruff Physical Education Center.  Busses, NOT vans, may park on Fishburne Drive by the Glenn Memorial Church.  You MUST DISPLAY YOUR BFHS PARKING PASS to be able to enter any of the designated parking areas (without the pass, you have to pay to park at the Visitors’ Lot).  It is essential that we receive your cooperation in these procedures.

To get to the Peavine Deck, travel to Emory from Interstate 85, take the Clairmont exit south (toward Decatur). Traveling south on Clairmont, turn right on North Decatur Road, then a right on Haygood.  Continue through the light at Clifton Road (where the road name changes to Asbury Circle).  At the first stop sign, you will see the Dobbs University Center (DUC), where registration will be held, down the street to your left, but there is no parking around the DUC.  Continue through two more stop signs, and you will see the Peavine Parking Deck on your right.  

To walk from the parking deck to the DUC, cross the street   towards the Woodruff PE Center.  On the north side of the Center (next to the tennis courts) is a walkway which leads directly to the west first floor entrance to the DUC.  Take the elevator or stairs to the second level for registration.

Under NO CIRCUMSTANCES can you park in service, reserved, handicapped, or carpool spaces.  We cannot help you if you are towed or booted.  Be careful out there.

The Emory Campus undergoes constant changes and the Emory Offices of Public Safety and Parking is very helpful and cooperative as we move through these transitions.  We would like to continue this amicable relationship and your assistance is essential for the successful future of the Barkley Forum for High Schools.
